Field Trip Fees

transportation for all off-site excursions and a majority of admission fees. Field trip fees are due with
your weekly payment.

Drop In Care
PAL offers drop-in care to families who need care on an infrequent, irregular basis when space and

staffing permit. Contact the PAL office to determine availability. Fees for drop in care are due at the
time of service.

Vacation Credits
For each child enrolled, two credits will be awarded to the family. These can be used for sudden illness,

impromptu vacations, or other family circumstances. Please notify the PAL office, in writing, if you will
be using a vacation credit.

Payment
Fees are due on the first day of attendance each week. Field trip fees for the week are due with your

weekly payment. Families who do not keep current with Summer Program fees will be denied PAL
services until their account is current.

PAL will be closed 7/05/2010 due to the Fourth of July holiday.
